The turntable
itselfis based on Systemdek’s Award-
winning ITX, which is a suspended
subchassis design featuring manual
speed change (which involves moving
the drive belt between two steps on
the motor pulley).

It’s rare to find a complete turntable
package in this price category, but
Audio Note’s TT1 delivers the per-
formance to match its convenience.
